OVERVIEW 

QubicaAMFôs Harmony furniture series of sofas, benches, chairs, stools, and tables offers a cost- 

effective way to furnish or modernize your bowling center. Installation is straightforward and easy. A 

layout plan is recommended for large installations. Allow adequate space for traffic areas, access to 

ball racks, handicap access, applicable building code requirements, etc. See the drawings at the back 

of this manual and the online web layout tool (harmony.qubicaamf.com) for additional information.

CAL 133 

All Harmony upholstery can be purchased in one of two varieties: standard or óCAL133ô. 

This applies to all upholstery in both the Infinity and Synergy lines. CAL133 upholstery 

parts have the suffix ñCALò after their part numbers. 

Standard upholstery complies with CA TB-117-2013 for fire resistance and does not contain 

fire retardant chemicals in compliance with CA AB-2998. Parts shipped to California are 

labeled in compliance with CA SB-1019 for chemical content compliance. CAL133 

upholstery complies with CA TB117-2013 and also stricter standards for fire resistance. 

CAL133 upholstery has an extra layer of fire resistant material under the cover and resists 

the spread of fire better than Standard product. CAL133 furniture may be required in some 

areas for fire resistance and prohibited in others for chemical content. Review local laws to 

learn what is mandated in your area. 
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BEFORE INSTALLATION/ASSEMBLY 

¶ Make sure all parts are included before beginning installation or assembly. 

¶ Work in a spacious area near where the furniture will be used. 

¶ Use only appropriate tools when installing, assembling, or caring for/cleaning furniture. 

¶ Read this manual thoroughly prior to any installation or assembly. 

¶ Caution should be used to prevent scratching or chipping during handling.

failure to properly follow procedures contained in this manual

Be sure to move your new furniture carefully and use two people when lifting or carrying. Never 

push, drag, or pull your furniture (especially on carpet) unless it has wheels. Your Harmony furniture 

can be disassembled and reassembled to move. For more information, visit our website at 

qubicaamf.com.

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COMPONENT ASSEMBLY 

The assembly and installation of the various tables, chairs, stools, and ball racks is simple and 
quick. The following pages provide information that is useful for the correct final assembly of 
the seats and tables.  The drawings that make up the bulk of this manual can be used to 
identify replacement parts as well as to provide assembly details. 

 

Infinity  
SOFA LATCHING 

 
Infinity sofa elements are designed with a latching system that allows for various 
arrangements. This system secures elements to one another ensuring that arrangements do 
not move. Installing the sofa latching system is a fairly simple six-step process using the Cam 
Latch Kit (263-003-243). 

 

 

1. Carefully lay the sofa 

sectional/element on its back so 

that the box opening is face up. 

2. Install the holder (item #1) using 

four wood screws (item #2) and 

predrilled holes. 

3. Slide the tee pin assembly (item 

#3) through the side plate oriented 

as shown. 

4. Pull the tee pin assembly (item #3) 

towards the inside of the box, 

rotating as necessary, until the 

break hinge has cleared the side 

plate and the tee pin assembly 

(item #3) can break (fold) freely. 

The tee pin can only break in one 

direction and needs to break (fold) 

toward the boxôs bottom. 

5. Align the holes in the handle (item 

#4) with the hole in the tee pin 

assembly (item #3). 

6. Push the shoulder screw (item #5) 

through both parts and secure with 

a lock nut (item #6). Tighten the 

nut until it is flush with the end of 

the shoulder screwôs threaded stud. 

Make sure the handle can rotate 

freely once installed. 
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Once latches, seat cushions, and seat backs have been installed, here is how to operate the latch: 
 

 

 
 

 

 

 

 

 
Position 1: One sofa element has the latch 

handle installed and secured to the handle 

holder. All elements come standard with 

latch plates already installed. The adjacent 

element has a latch plate with no handle. 

  

 

 

 

 

Position 2: Bring the two elements as close 

together as possible. Ensure that the latch 

plates align and that the tee pin will be able 

to pass through both.

Position 3: After the two elements are 

aligned and directly next to each other, 

remove the handle from the handle holder. 

 

 

 

 

 

 

 

Position 4: Rotate the handle clockwise 90°. 

This will allow the tee pin assembly to pass 

through to the adjacent sofa element. 

 

 
 

 

 

 

 

 
Position 5: Push the handle so that the tee 

pin assembly slides into the adjacent sofa 

element. 
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Position 6: Rotate the handle 

counterclockwise 90°. 

 

 

 

 

 

 

 

Position 7: Fold the handle and secure it to 

the handle holder. The two sofa elements are 

now latched together. 

 

*To separate elements, simply reverse the steps. 
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SEAT CUSHION INSTALLATION/REMOVAL 
 

There are three elements to the Infinity sofa: the 

straight element, the wedge element, and the 

quarter round element. The different 

combinations of these elements provide different 

seating arrangements that can allow for better 

access and viewing to the bowlers. The straight 

and wedge elements are made up of three 

different parts: the seat cushion, the seat back, 

and the base. The seat cushions are secured to the 

base by two tabs and two screws. As shown in 

Figure 1, the rear tab slides into an opening in the 

seat back to stabilize the cushion from moving 

side-to-side.

Also shown in Figure 1 is the underside tab slot. On 

the bottom of the seat cushion, there is a tab much like 

the one on the rear of the seat cushion. This underside 

tab fits into the underside tab slot in the base, 

preventing the cushion from sliding around. The other 

slot in the base is to allow air to escape from the seat 

cushion. As shown in Figure 2, once the rear tab has 

been placed into its position in the seat back, the 

cushion can be lowered so that the underside tab fits 

securely into the underside tab slot. If this is done 

correctly, the seat cushion will sit flat on top of the 

base.

There are two t-nuts within the underside of each seat 

cushion. Also, the sofa base has two holes that will lineup 

with the t-nuts in the seat cushion. 
 

Once the cushion is in place with both tabs correctly 

inserted into their slots, the cushion can be secured to the 

base using two screws. The location of the holes and the 

screws that attach the cushion to the base can be seen in 

Figure 3 to the right.

Sofa seat backs fit into the base by way of 
two square rods. These rods fit into two 
square holes in the top-rear of the base. In 
the inner back of the base, there are four set 
screws that hold each rod tight in place (two 
screws per rod). Simply tighten these 
screws to secure the seat back in place or 
loosen to remove.

Here is another angle of the two post holes on the top-rear 
of the base. Should the two square rods become misaligned 
during shipment or handling, a rubber hammer or mallet 
may be used to gently tap and adjust the rods back into 
alignment. Be sure that the seat back is lowered as far as 
possible before tightening the four set screws.

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CASTER WHEELS INSTALLATION 
 

 

 

 

The elements of the Infinity 

sofa are easily rearranged 

using the wheels installed to 

each elementôs base. The 

elements can be tipped back 

on to the wheels, rolled to 

the desired location and 

latched together once in 

place. 

 

Each element comes with 

four caster wheels. These 

wheels are installed 

depending on the shape of 

the element. 

 

Wedge elements and 

Straight elements have four 

caster wheels installed in 

pairs along the back edge of 

the base. 

 

Quarter Round elements 

have two wheels installed 

individually along each 

straight edge of the base, 

giving the base four wheels 

total.

Installing the caster wheels: 

 

1. Carefully lay the sofa sectional/element on its back, 

so the box opening is face up. 

2. Align one caster wheel with two predrilled holes 

perpendicular to the base edge. 

3. Secure the wheel in place using two screws 

provided in the Caster Wheel Kit (263-003-234). 

4. Repeat for all four wheels of the base. 
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PROPER LATCHING OF INFINITY FURNITURE 

 

Orientations and Proper Furniture Use. 
 

Harmony INFINITY Quarter Round sofas must be latched together in groups of four or latched to other 

sofa pieces for proper stability. Furniture pieces must be resting firmly on a flat surface. If furniture pieces 

have some feet that are suspended, significant damage can occur when sofas are loaded. 

 

QUARTER ROUND SOFA ORIENTATIONS AND PROPER USE 
 

 
SHOULD: Use latch kit 263-003-243 to combine four quarter round sofas.  

 
 

 
 
SHOULD NOT: Be used alone. It may tip forward. 
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QUARTER ROUND SOFA LATCHED TO OTHER SOFA TYPES 
 

 
 

USE LATCHES TO COMBINE QUARTER ROUNDS WITH OTHER SOFA TYPES TO

TO MINIMIZE STRESS ON BASES, UNLATCH SOFA PIECES BEFORE 

MOVING SECTION. MOVE SOFA PIECES INDIVIDUALLY THEN RE-LATCH. 
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DO: ENSURE ALL FEET ARE RESTING ON A SINGLE FLAT SURFACE WHEN

DO NOT: LATCH SOFA PIECES TOGETHER ON UNEVEN OR STEPPED FLOOR! 

SIGNIFICANT DAMAGE CAN OCCUR IF ALL FEET ARE NOT RESTING ON FLOOR. 
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INFINITY BASE FEET RELOCATION 

Moving the feet as outlined here will ensure better distribution of the load across the seat 

base structure and eliminate the potential for this issue to occur. 

What follows are instructions on how to relocate the base feet on the Infinity Furniture to 

increase stability and durability using the existing hardware. 

 

Tools and Hardware needed: 

 

Ø 0.172 (11/64, 4.4mm) Drill bit to drill pilot holes for #8 wood screws. 
 

Reference Hardware:  

 

#8 x 1-1/2ò Long Wood Screws 

 

1. Move base feet on Straight base INFINITY  Furniture. 

2. Remove screws from feet and set aside to use again (See image below). 

3. Move feet to positions shown to the right. Ensure that the feet are straddling the slotted 

holes and are flush with outside edge (Mark screw locations using a pen or marker) (See 

image below). 

4. Using suggested drill bit and marked screw locations, predrill the mounting holes 0.50 

(1/2ò, 12.7mm) deep (See image below). 

5. Re-install screws. Where feet are moved under vertical side panel, make sure screws drive 

into wood without breaking through side. If alternate screws must be used, drill pilot hole 

deeper to avoid splitting wood.

LEG INSTALLATION/REMOVAL 

The bench legs attach to the center beam weldment. Assemble as shown below. Torque screws 

to 200 in-lbs. 

 
 
*Whenever securing an Allen-head bolt to a nut of any kind, always drive the nut onto the 

bolt rather than driving the bolt .

When installing benches back-to-back, it is 

critical that there be enough space between 

seat backs. The minimum distance allowed 

between bench seatbacks can be found by 

measuring from one rear mounting hole to 

the other (as shown). The distance between 

these two points can be no less than 14.5ò 

(36.8cm). 

 

*Violation of this measurement will result 

in a voided upholstery warranty! 
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SEAT BACK AND CUSHION INSTALLATION/REMOVAL 

Both the bench seat and the bench back are secured to the base of the bench using four 

screws each.  The location of these screws is shown in Figure 7. Torque the cushion screws 

to 60 in-lbs.

The bench back cushions are held in place by four screws. These four screws go through the 

rear side of the seatback bracket and into hidden T-nuts within the cushion (exactly like the 

bench seat cushions).  Note: Screws are hidden by a cover that is held in place with hook 

and loop fasteners.

Torque to 60 in-lbs. 
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After removing the four bench seat cushion screws from the bottom of the seat cushions, and after removing the 

four seatback bracket screws from the center beam weldment, the entire seatback assembly and seat cushion will 

be free and clear from the center beam weldment. This can be seen in Figure 9 below.

If you take it one step further, the seatback cushions can be easily removed from the seatback 

weldments. This can be done by removing the four screws securing each seatback cushion to its 

respective weldment. Of course, this could also be done by itself, without removing the entire seatback 

or seat cushions, as well.

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END AND UNION TABLE INSTALLATION/REMOVAL 

The end and union tables secure to the same center beam weldment as the seat cushions and 

seatbacks. Attachment is shown in Figure 11 below. The bracket connects to the center beam 

weldment with two bolts, one on either side of the center beam.

The end table top (as well as the union table top) is secured to its bracket using screws that go 

through holes in the bracket and into holes in the table top. The end table uses six screws. The view 

below is from underneath the bench assembly.

SEAT INSTALLATION/REMOVAL 

 

Each Energy seat is secured to its bench base using four screws. The location of these screws is 

shown in Figure 13.  The view below is shown from underneath the bench.

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SEAT ASSEMBLIES 

There are two different kinds of single seats: 

chairs and stools. They are assembled as 

shown below. 
 

 

Chair to Swivel 

1. Attach the bottom of the swivel, through 

the swivel cover, to the chair pedestal using 

four screws, washers, and bolts. Be sure the 

front of the swivel aligns with the front of 

the chair. 

2. Slide the stop weldment into the front 

side of the swivel (between the top and 

bottom plates of the swivel). 

3. Attach the adapter plate to the top of the 

swivel and to the stop weldment with four 

bolts. 

4. Attach the adapter plate to the chair with 

four bolts, flat washers, and split washers. 

The two longer bolts should be installed 

through the two seat spacers and into the 

front two holes of the chair. 

NON-SWIVEL: For non-swiveling 

chairs simply attach the adapter plate to 

the chair pedestal and then the chair to 

the adapter plate. 

                               Stool to Swivel 

1. Attach the adapter plate, through 

the swivel cover, and into the top of 

the swivel using four screws and 

nuts. 

2. Be sure the front of the swivel aligns 

with the front of the stool and place the 

bottom of the swivel onto the stool 

pedestal and position the swivel guards 

between the upper and lower plates of 

the swivel so that they form a circle and 

so that the holes in the swivel guards 

align with the holes in the bottom plate 

of the swivel and the holes in the 

pedestal. 

3. Attach the bottom of the swivel, and the 

swivel covers, to the stool pedestal 

using four screws, washers, and bolts. 

4. Attach the adapter plate to the stool 

with four bolts, flat washers, and split 

washers.

2. Install each latch plate into its 
respective cutout in the leg panels. 
Threaded plates go on the inside. 
Thru-hole plates go on the outside. 

3. Both the shelf and table top fit into 
the leg panels keyed by wooden 
dowels. Glue-on dowels must be 
activated by water before inserting 
into the panels. 

4. Once the table top and shelf are 
joined to the leg panels, secure 
brackets with screws into the pilot 
holes. 

5. Arrange table sectionals. 

6. Thread the locking pin into the latch 
plate from the inside ï one (1) per 
table sectional.

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CLUSTER TABLE ASSEMBLY Assembly Instructions 

1. Pedestals and swivels must be 
installed to the cluster weldment. 

2. Align the pedestal under the cluster 
weldment. 

3. Align the swivel cover and swivel on 
top of the cluster weldment and in line 
with the pedestal. 

4. Secure/install the swivel, swivel 
cover, and pedestal to the cluster 
weldment using predrilled holes.

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COMPONENT MOUNTING 
MOUNTING FURNITURE TO WOOD FLOORS 

1. Arrange the furniture in the desired locations. 

2. Mark the hole patterns for the items that will be installed using the pedestal bases as 

templates. 

3. Move the pedestals aside and drill a pilot hole at every mark using a 39/64ò (15 or 15.5 mm) 
bit. 

4. Install wood insert using a 3/8ò hex drive tool.  Turn until flush. 

5. After placing the wood insert in the hole, replace the item to be mounted and align the 

holes in the pedestal base with the insert holes. Be sure to position the foot pad in place 

between the item to be mounted and the wood floor before mounting. 

6. Apply LoctiteÈ 242 (provided) to the 3/8ò button head screws and install with a hex drive 

tool. 

7. Repeat this process for all other furniture items being mounted to wooden floors. 

 
 

MOUNTING FURNITURE TO CONCRETE FLOORS 

A high quality 3/8ò or 1/2ò hammer drill (with side handle) is recommended for drilling into 

concrete floors. Wear eye and ear protection when drilling into concrete as this process causes a 

lot of debris and hammer drills are very loud. Anchors must be set by hand, using an impact 

WILL damage the anchor and make it difficult to remove the bolt.

Worn bits will drill undersized 
holes making anchor bolt installation difficult. 

 

1. Arrange the furniture in the desired locations. 

2. Mark the hole patterns for the items that will be installed using the pedestal bases as 

templates. 

3. Move the pedestals aside and drill a pilot hole at every mark using a 3/8ò bit. 

4. Next, drill a 5/8ò hole at every pilot at least 1ò (25mm) deeper than anchor length. 

 

Note: We recommend that the drilling be a two-person operation, if possible. This would allow for one 

person to operate the hammer drill while the other can vacuum near the drilling point to remove 

debris as it is generated and ensure the drilling is vertical to surface. 
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5. Remove concrete debris from the holes (vacuum or compressed air). 

6. Install the anchors into the newly drilled holes. Anchors should sit as close to flush with the 

concrete floor as possible, but no higher. This can be done easily with just a few taps from a 

mallet. 

7. Replace the item to be mounted and align the holes in the pedestal base with the holes in 

the concrete floor. Be sure to position the foot pad in place between the item to be 

mounted and the concrete floor before mounting. 

8. Apply LoctiteÈ 242 to the 3/8ò button head screws, insert them through the holes in the 
base, and tighten with a hex drive tool while applying downward force. 

 

9. Tighten the bolts. Do not impact, this will damage the anchors. Torque to 200 in-

lbs. 
 

Note: Removing the anchors, should you wish to do so, will be difficult. In most cases, you should plan 
on them being permanent. 

 
 

STOOL MOUNTING 

When mounting Harmony bar stools, be sure that the center of each base is at least 23ò from 

the center of the next bar stool base. Mounting with the proper distance between bar stools 

ensures that fingers will not be smashed between colliding stools and also prevents stools from 

becoming damaged from colliding with one another.
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HARMONY FURNITURE CLEANING AND CARE INSTRUCTIONS 
Cleaning Upholstered Harmony Sofas and Benches 

The upholstery on QubicaAMFôs Harmony seating is high quality commercial vinyl that 

incorporates anti-bacterial, anti-microbial, mildew and stain resistance into its construction, making 

it ideal for the bowling environment. While the Harmony vinyl is of very high quality and 

durability, a proper cleaning routine is essential to maintain its welcoming appearance and prolong 

the life of the upholstery. All vinylôs designed for use in the hospitality industry. if cleaned with the 

wrong types of cleaning solutions, will lose its softness and flexibility over time and ultimately 

crack.  Even over exposing commercial grade vinyl to approved cleaning solutions can shorten the 

materials lifespan. Following the simple cleaning and care guidelines outlined in this manual to will 

ensure the best performance and longest life from the upholstery. 

 

Daily Care and Cleaning 

Each day the seating should be cleaned by vacuuming or brushing lightly with a soft, dry lint-free 

cloth to remove dust, loose dirt, food crumbs and grime. This will prevent build-up. Any stains or 

soiled areas found during daily cleaning should be spot-treated immediately, following the 

guidelines described in the ñRemoving Tough Stainsò section of this guide. Because the Harmony 

vinyl upholstery is constructed with anti-bacterial, anti-microbial, mildew and stain resistance it is 

not necessary, or recommended, to do an overall wipe-down with a liquid cleaning solution daily. 

The upholstery may be wiped daily with plain water and then dried. 

 

Periodic Cleaning 

Only as needed, but not more than once per week, wipe down the seating surfaces using a spray 

mist solution of mild dish soap and water to remove ordinary dirt and smudges. IMPORTANT ï 

Always rinse the cleaned area with a pure water spray mist and wipe dry with a CLEAN , lint-free 

cloth. Any stains or soiled areas found should be spot-treated immediately, following the guidelines 

described in the ñRemoving Tough Stainsò section of this guide. 

If an area of the seating requires disinfection, then clean/disinfect the soiled area with up to a 10% 

solution of Household Bleach and water. NEVER use non-diluted bleach on the upholstery. Avoid 

using bleach if regular cleaning is enough. IMPORTANT ï Always rinse the cleaned area with a 

pure water spray mist and wipe dry with a clean, lint-free cloth. 

 

Removing Tough Stains 

Most dirt, grime and smudges can be removed with a cleaning solution of mild dish soap and water, 

but a tougher stain may require spot-treating with a stronger cleaning solution. Below are the 

cleaning guidelines for these situations. 

 

Food/Organic Stains 

For stains, such as ketchup, chocolate, oils, tea and coffee, etc., spot clean by wiping the affected 

area with a soft cloth, sponge, or soft bristle brush using either Formula 409 or Fantastik.  

IMPORTANT ï Always rinse the cleaned area with a pure water spray mist and wipe dry with a 

clean, lint-free cloth.
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Other Difficult Stains 

For difficult stains, such as grease, crayon, marker, eye shadow, etc., first try spot cleaning by 

wiping the affected area with a soft cloth, sponge or soft bristle brush using either Formula 409® 

or Fantastik® 

If this fails to remove the stain, try cleaning the area with a solution of up to 50% Isopropyl 

Alcohol and water. If after 6 rubs the stain persists, then the stain has set and probably canôt be 

removed without risking damage to the vinyl.  IMPORTANT ï Always rinse the cleaned area 

with a pure water spray mist and wipe dry with a clean, lint-free cloth. 

 
Important Things to Remember. 

The ONLY approved cleaners for the Harmony vinyl upholstery are as 

follows: 

¶ A mild dish soap and water solution (Small capful of dish soap to 24 oz 

of water) 

¶ Formula 409® 

¶ Fantastik® 

¶ Solution of water and up to 50% Isopropyl Alcohol 

1.  ALWAYS rinse the cleaned area with a pure water spray mist and wipe dry with a clean, lint-

free cloth. 

2. NEVER USE abrasive powders, undiluted bleach, lacquer, or industrial strength or solvent 

cleaners 

3. NEVER USE Vinyl conditioners or protectors 

4. Contact QubicaAMF with questions about general cleaning or for help with a difficult stain. 

5. Use of unapproved cleaning solutions, improper cleaning procedures and/or failure to rinse 

cleaning solution off with clean water after cleaning (even if the cleaning solution is mild dish 

soap and water) will cause the vinyl to stiffen and brittle over time and lead to cracking. This 

could happen in as little as 12-18 months when proper cleaning procedures as outlined in this 

manual are not followed. 

6. Damage to the vinyl resulting from use of unapproved cleaning solutions, improper cleaning 

procedures and/or failure to rinse cleaning solution off with clean water after cleaning (even if the 

cleaning solution is mild dish soap and water) is not covered under warranty. 

 

Budgeting for Seat Maintenance ς Replacement Covers 

While soft seating makes the bowling center more attractive and comfortable for guests, it is more 

susceptible to damage from cuts, punctures, rivets on pants, etc. than more traditional ñhard 

seatingò bowling furniture. For this reason, it is recommended to have replacement covers for your 

Harmony seating on hand in the event there is a need to replace a damaged seat bottom or back. 

This is typical practice for any business that provides soft seating for guests (like restaurants, bars, 

theatres, hotels and convention centers, airports, etc.). 

QubicaAMF recommends maintaining an inventory of at least two covers for each type of seating 

element on the premises (i.e. 2 seat backs, 2 straight bench bottoms, etc.). Larger centers with 20 

or more lanes of soft seating may want to maintain a higher level of inventory.

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REUPHOLSTERING CHAIRS, BENCHES AND SOFAS 

Your chairs, benches, and sofas have been designed such that the fabric can be replaced if 

necessary. We recommend that any re-upholstering work be performed by a professional. 

NOTE: QubicaAMF is not responsible for any damage to the sofa as a result of work 

performed by your local professional or other persons. 

 

Cleaning Harmony Laminate (Infinity Sofa Bases) 

Clean all sofa base surfaces with a diluted solution of mild dish soap and warm water. Wipe dry after 

cleaning. No other cleaning products are recommended. Using other cleaning chemicals can damage 

the finish on the laminate. Touch-up markers (263-003-395-XX) are available to help hide scratches. 

 

Cleaning Harmony Table Tops and Laminated Surfaces (Energy Seats) 

Harmony table tops and laminated surfaces can be easily wiped clean with just a clean, damp cloth 

or sponge using a mild dish soap and warn water solution, Polishes and sealers are not 

recommended as the Harmony table tops have their own luster. Application of these products 

will cause a residue buildup. A variety of general-purpose cleaners have been tested on the 

Harmony table tops and found to be safe for cleaning the table tops. These include: Fantastik® and 

Formula 409®, All -Purpose Cleaner, most mild dishwashing detergents. 

 

We do not recommend the use of any cleaners with bleach or anti-bacterial formulas as they 
can damage the finish of the table top. 

Abrasive cleaners/powders and metal or abrasive-coated scouring pads should NOT be 

used as they can permanently dull and scratch the laminate and make it more susceptible 

to staining. 

Do not use any cleaning supplies with bleach, hydrochloric acid, sulfuric acid, 

hydrofluoric acid, sodium hydroxide, or pumice (abrasive) as these can damage the table 

top surface. 

Touch-up markers (263-003-395-XX) are available to help hide scratches in the finish. 

Available colors include: Empire Mahogany, Empire Mahogany, Sugar Maple, Wisconsin Oak, 

Anthracite Grey, Bittersweet, Forsythia, French Blue, Greige, Navajo Red, Navy Blue, Royal 

Blue, Slate, and Sofa Base. 
 

Food Stains 

Though most spills are easily wiped away, certain food stains such as tea, food dyes, fruit drinks, or coffee 

may be more difficult to remove. A thorough cleaning using a mild dish soap and warm water solution 

cleaner, or general-purpose cleaner like Fantstik® or Formula 409® and a soft bristle nylon brush is 

recommended for removing stains. This procedure will also remove water marks, glass rings, and greasy 

fingerprints. 
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Ink Stains 

Stains from pencil marks and inks such as felt tipped pens, food pricing labels, textile dyes, newspaper 

print, and other indelible inks can sometimes transfer to the laminate surface and could become 

permanent. In order to reduce the risk of permanent damage, stains should be removed as quickly as 

possible. If necessary, use full strength detergent or a spray glass cleaner. Allow cleaner to remain on 

the stain for several minutes, blot with a damp cloth, then rinse. If stubborn stains persist contact 

technical support for more aggressive cleaning suggestions. Do NOT use any of these solvents on 

the wood bases as they can damage the finish.    

Harmony tabletops are designed to resist wear and abrasion, but the surface can still be damaged, even 

from normal use. Be careful with objects that have rough bottoms as they can cause scratches and 

excessive wear. Never use knives or hammers directly on the tabletops. Dropping objects (especially 

heavy items) on the tabletop can result in chips and/or cracks. 

To hide or repair scratches in the tabletop There are a couple different options.  Be sure to 

thoroughly clean tabletops with warm, soapy water first: 

 

¶ For smaller scratches Furniture Paste Wax ï. Apply a coat of wax using a soft, cotton cloth. 

Work the wax into the scratch(es) and then lightly spread more over the rest of the tabletop.  

After drying for a few minutes, take another clean cloth and buff away any excess. 

¶ For very deep scratches Plastic Laminate Filler ï Apply a color laminate filler that closely 

resembles the tabletop. This can be found at most hardware stores. Follow manufacturerôs 

instructions and allow 24 hours to dry before using the tabletop. 
 

Cleaning Harmony Steel Frames (Synergy and Energy Lines) 

Clean all steel with a diluted solution of mild dish soap and warm water. All steel framing is painted/ rust-

resistant. Remove any dust by wiping with a damp cloth. Use a strong nylon bristle brush to loosen rust 

stains that may occur around bolts and screws. Then, wipe away clean with a damp cloth. 
 

Cleaning Harmony Table Pedestals and Painted Surfaces 

Handle painted metal surfaces with care to avoid hitting one against another and possibly chipping 

paint. Wash surface solution of warm water and a mild dish soap detergent. A brush may be needed 

to clean grooves (a toothbrush works well for especially small grooves). Rinse thoroughly with clean 

water and then either wipe dry or allow to air dry.  All steel table pedestals are painted and rust-

resistant.
